WEST STEWARTSTOWN – Albert R. Maurais, 86, of West Stewartstown,
passed away at the Coos County Nursing Hospital on Wednesday evening,
Aug. 26, 2020, after a long period of failing health. 

 

He was born in East Hereford, Que., on Oct. 31, 1933, a son to the late Adrien
and Marie Anna (Paquette) Maurais. He was raised in East Hereford until he
was 10 when his family emigrated to Canaan. He attended St. Albert School
in West Stewartstown.
