WEST STEWARTSTOWN, NH-- Mrs. Annette A. Masson, 95, of West
Stewartstown passed away at the Coos County Nursing Hospital in West
Stewartstown on Tuesday evening, August 28, 2012, after a long period of
failing health. 

 

She was born in Coaticook, Que., on May 13, 1917, a daughter to the late
Zephir and Virginia (Menard) Bergeron. Annette attended school in East
Hereford and in Beecher Falls. 

 

Following her education, she went to work for a few years as a housekeeper
at Wellesley College in Massachusetts. She later married Aime Masson in
1941, and they began to raise their family in and around the Northeast
Kingdom, becoming permanent U.S. residents in 1946. Annette spent her time
as a homemaker and helping on the family farm, and she also worked for a
time as a waitress as well as at the Beecher Falls Division of Ethan Allen. She
later became a licensed nurse’s assistant and truly enjoyed her work at the
Coos County Nursing Hospital.
