WEST STEWARTSTOWN – Dana Masters, 59, of West Stewartstown, died
peacefully in his sleep on Monday, Dec. 8, 2014. 

 

Dana was born on May 10, 1955, in West Stewartstown to Russell and Verna
(Hall) Masters. He grew up in Monroe, where his father worked until
transferring to the First Connecticut Lake dam when Dana was in high school.
He was a 1973 graduate of Pittsburg High School. 

 

After graduation he worked many odd jobs throughout the North Country, from
serving in the Dining Room at The Balsams, to trimming and cutting
Christmas trees during the holiday season, and eventually took up full-time
work at the Beecher Falls Division of Ethan Allen. 

 

He shifted careers to dealing in vehicles in 1996, when he started working at
Berlin City, and later worked at Lewis Ford in Colebrook until it closed in 2008.
He returned to working with many of his friendly co-workers at Berlin City in
2010. 

 

Dana enjoyed fishing with his brother Chris, hunting, and going to camp with
the Perry Pond boys. He loved spending time with his family, especially his
little buddy Landon. He was a former member and Past Master of Evening
Star Lodge #37, F. & A.M. 



He is survived by his wife of 31 years, Rebecca (Cross) Masters; daughters
Katie of Montreal, Québec, and Sarah and her son Landon of Beecher Falls;
his mother, Verna of Pittsburg; brothers Jeffrey and Chris of Pittsburg, and
Dennis and his wife Marianne of Goodview, Va.; and countless cousins,
nieces and nephews. 

 

He is preceded in death by his father, Russell, and a brother, Peter.
