BEECHER FALLS – Helene M. Boutin, 92, passed away early on Thursday
morning, Dec. 18, 2025, at the Upper Connecticut Valley Hospital in
Colebrook, with her family at her side and after a period of declining health. 

 

She was born in St. Isidore d’ Clifton, Quebec, on Aug. 23, 1933, the first child
to the late Philippe and Gracia (Mercier) Vaillancourt. She attended school in
Sawyerville. After her marriage, she and her husband, Roger, moved to the
U.S. in 1958 for his employment at Ethan Allen in Beecher Falls where they
made their home and raised their family.
