April 19, 1941 - April 20, 2015

PITTSBURG – Hilda F. Covell, 74, of Pittsburg, passed away at the Dartmouth-Hitchcock
Medical Center in Lebanon, NH, early on Monday morning, April 20, 2015, after a long
battle with cancer. She was surrounded by her loving family. 

 

She was born in West Stewartstown on April 19, 1941, a daughter to the late Otis and
Barbara (Lapoint) Brown. She attended school in Pittsburg and graduated with the Class
of 1959 from Pittsburg High School. 

 

Hilda was an active person in her community for many years. She worked in the
accounting department at the Coos County Nursing Hospital for 18 years, and later
worked at many different places, including as a cook, waitress and storekeeper at
Moriah’s General Store and several camps in and around Pittsburg. Hilda was very active
at the Farnham Memorial United Methodist Church and in the Methodist Men & Women’s
Club there. 

She enjoyed camping with her grandsons, and she loved to travel. She and her husband
enjoyed wintering in Florida for many years, and taking cruises, as well as visiting far off
places. 

 

Hilda is survived by her husband of more than 55 years, Gary Covell of Pittsburg; a son,
Dwayne Covell and wife Kathleen of Stewartstown; three grandsons, Trevor, Desmond
and Kaedyn Covell; her step-father, Harold Webster of Holderness; as well as several
cousins to whom she was very close.

Newman Funeral Home in Colebrook. A memorial service will be held Friday, April 24, at
11 a.m. at the Farnham Memorial United Methodist Church in Pittsburg with The Rev.
