COLEBROOK, NH — Mrs. Marie M. Beloin, 91, of Colebrook, passed away
early Monday morning, Sept. 24, 2012, at the Upper Connecticut Valley
Hospital in Colebrook with members of her family by her side. 

 

She was born in East Hereford, Quebec, on Nov. 30, 1920, the ninth child of
the late Emile and Esther (Lemieux) Marquis. She was educated in Canada,
and later married there before emigrating with her young family to the U.S. in

family and helping run the family farm. She was a talented seamstress, quilter,
and knitter who made most of her family’s clothes.
