BEECHER FALLS – Muguette ‘Mimi’ Marchand, 73, of Beecher Falls, Vt.,
passed away on Saturday morning, April 23, 2016, at her home with her
family by her side and after a courageous battle with cancer. 

 

She was born in Thetford Mines, Québec, on Christmas Day in 1942, a
daughter to the late Ovide and Jeannette (Champagne) Marchand. She
attended school in Bear Rock.
