She was a woman of great faith and was a communicant at St. Albert’s Catholic
Church.

Stewartstown; a daughter, Johanne Rodrigue of Clarksville; two sons, Michel Rodrigue
and wife Guylaine of Stewartstown and Ronny Rodrigue and wife Carmen of Clarksville; a
sister, Suzanne Cook and husband David of Stewartstown; six grandchildren, Kathleen
Rodrigue, Melanie Smith, Patrick Rodrigue, Bethany Poulin, Devin Rodrigue and Tanis
Place; and a great-grandson, Luke Poulin.
