COLEBROOK — Mr. Ralph P. Fogg, 76, passed away early on Saturday
morning, Oct. 19, 2013, at the Catholic Medical Center in Manchester, NH,
after a long period of failing health and with his family by his side.

Fogg; three brothers, Maurice Fogg of North Stratford, Alfred Fogg of
Brookline, Mass., and Norman Fogg of Columbia; and he was an uncle to
numerous nieces and nephews.

He is predeceased by four brothers, Ray, Roy, Gene and Gordon Fogg.
