His most recent job was as a scaler and
crane operator for Kennebec Lumber Co. in Tamworth, NH. In 2012, he met
Marecar Malinao and they had a daughter, Ariana Elissabeth, in 2015, and



were married in 2017. Ryan was a big influence in raising his stepchildren,
Mathew and Caeley and he loved them dearly.

Ryan is survived by his wife Marecar and children Mathew, Caeley, and Ariana
of Ctr. Ossipee; his parents, Tom and Jane Frizzell of Lemington, Vt.; brother
Justin and wife Jennifer, (Kelly and Graydon) of Colebrook; brother lan Frizzell
of Lemington, Vt.; sister Sarah Burrill and husband Brian (Mason and Amelia)
of Colebrook; grandmother Elizabeth Frizzell of Colebrook; and numerous
aunts, uncles, and cousins.

Ryan was predeceased by his grandfather Donald Frizzell, grandparents
Louis and Louise Bissonnette, great-grandmother Marguerite “Rusty” Wiswell,
and an aunt Diane Bissonnette.

He will be remembered as a humble man with a huge heart, who genuinely
loved his family, friends, and music.
