North Haverhill, NH, Daniel Mercer (Chris) of Colebrook; Kathy Mercer of
Francestown, NH, and Jaunita Field (Scott) of Hooksett, NH; one grandson
soon-to-be-born, Sawyer Thomas Mercer; as well as numerous nieces,
nephews and cousins.
